with corporate brand management. They will explore how managers and executives can most effectively interact with and influ-
ence their organization’s cultures, how subcultures can undermine the cross-functional collaboration a corporate brand requires,
and whether or not you want to engage stakeholders in your cultural change efforts. They will present their model of corporate
branding, featured in their new book Taking Brand Initiative: How Companies Can Align Strategy, Culture and Identity Through
Corporate Branding, and work from this foundation to explain how to manage your corporate brand.
